The Charlecote Pheasant Hotel, Charlecote, Stratford upon Avon.

Situated in picturesque Charlecote village and opposite to the noted stately home which is in Charlecote Park, the inn was built in the 19th Century by the lady of the manor. Now part of the Coast and Country group of hotels it has been thoroughly modernised and is a very good stopping off point in a tour of the area – indeed on the day of our visit there was the inevitable coach party of Japanese tourists…though they were well catered for and caused no accommodation problems for us.
Easy to reach, being just off the main A439, parking is also easy in the large car park area to the side and rear of the hotel, with ample space being available for residents and visitors alike. Entering the restaurant through a door near the car park we passed the reception area and found a bar/lounge area next to several dining areas…the largest of which was occupied by the aforementioned Japanese tourists. The other main restaurant area was due to open only at 7pm however, so we made do with a meal from the bar menu to be consumed in the lounge.

Having secured a table of sufficient height to make our meal comfortable we looked at the quite extensive menu and gave our orders at the bar. Efficient staff soon brought us our drinks and it wasn’t long until our chosen food arrived.

The meals themselves were of good portion size, tasty and well prepared with a suitable wait between courses to allow for appreciation and the preparation of the next course. We thoroughly enjoyed these meals – which we would class as ‘good pub grub’ – and would certainly recommend that you call in here to enjoy a good repast.

After our meals we continued our tour of the surrounding countryside and found a number of places of interest…not all of which included Shakespeare connections (one can have too much of a good thing)…but all of which were scenic and well worth finding.
