Driving through the prosperous market town of Ludlow as we have been known to do en route to other areas, we have often seen the Charlton Arms hotel in its commanding position at Ludford Bridge. This time was different, however, as we pulled into the interesting car park at the side of the inn and took a look inside.

The inn is literally on the river bank and has fine views of the riverside and the town itself…and it is just across the road from St Giles church and an area of old housing, all well worth a visit.

The car park is quite extensive backing on to a cliff face and it is but a few paces from the entrance to the modernised building. The inn retains its character with a number of small bar/lounge areas, but a modern dining room offers scenic views and a new roof terrace area is just the place to be on a sunny day.

We arrived just a little too late to sample the fare on offer (conventional eating hours apply here) but were still tempted to stay for a drink and a chance to really look around. The service was always friendly (and a little apologetic given our missed meal…our fault entirely) and locals too gave us a good welcome.

The details of the exact location on the edge of the town are best taken from the website above, but really it is quite easy to find. We thought it a very good change from the hustle and bustle of the middle of Ludlow’s busy market town and we would suggest that you try it in like manner.
