The Church Green, Lymm, Cheshire

This is an easy place to find – and somewhere that’s well worth finding. Situated on the outskirts of Lymm itself next to a prominent church and Lymm Dam (a local beauty spot), it has the added advantage of being on the main A56 route between Lymm and Altrincham…and within easy reach of M56 and M6 motorways. Lymm is an affluent area now seen as something of a commuter village for Manchester, Knutsford and surrounding towns, so it is not likely to fall foul of the current credit crunch and has several eateries already. As may be seen from the picture, the Church Green is set back a little from the main road, allowing limited parking – though additional spaces are available in the nearby church car park (services permitting) or on the road itself.

This is an establishment opened recently by Aiden Byrne, lately of the Dorchester in London, so we were eager to call and see if the good things we had heard were to be substantiated…and they very much were. Clearly a lot of money has been spent in turning what was a traditional pub into a true gastro-pub, with an external (but covered) Decking area, a small garden area and inside a comfortable lounge with conventional and pleasant conservatory dining areas…all done with care and attention to detail.

As might be expected, the staff were well trained, efficient and welcoming and the service in all areas was very good. We were soon shown to a table in our chosen dining area and supplied with drinks, then left to peruse an interesting but not too extensive menu. It is an interesting point which we have picked up on our travels that some establishments sacrifice quality for a wider range of items on a menu – here there was a smaller but very well chosen selection which would clearly be produced very well indeed and with some interesting combinations of flavours.
Having made our choices from the restaurant menu we had a short wait – another good sign of proper preparation – during which we could observe the lunch menu items chosen by some other diners. 
These were clearly prepared with the same skill and attention to detail as the restaurant meals and whilst more simple were available in large portions…clearly a bargain and another mark of quality.

When our meals arrived they were as well prepared and presented as we had expected – simply top class food which spoke for itself and needed nothing else. The individual flavours blended well into a pleasing overall taste (not something that is easy to attain) and the generous helpings still left us wanting more as a result. They say that true quality cannot be hidden – and in this case it was obvious throughout our dining experience.
The food at the Church Green is not cheap – few really good things are- but it is certainly very good value for money and we would commend it to you as a place to visit soon and often…certainly we shall call again in the near future.
