Calling in at this restaurant early in the morning during the holiday season is well worthwhile. Not only will you get a very good breakfast (it is a good restaurant, remember) but you’ll also be able to listen to the local pleasure boat owners and fishermen discussing the weather and the business of the day. You can’t beat that for local colour or local information and the very fact that they choose this place to meet tells you that the food is good and the prices reasonable.

The furniture and room layout are pretty much what you would expect- the sort of place where families are catered for every day – but the food is better than the exterior might lead you to believe.

Selecting a table, there is only a short wait before the friendly staff bring what you have ordered from quite a wide-ranging menu. Here you will find something for all tastes, with the emphasis on wholesome food for the hungry traveller rather than ‘fancy’ dishes for the gourmet.

One of the few difficulties which you are likely to encounter is car parking, but there are several large car parks near the castle – and a lesser known small one right down by the sea, although you must not obstruct access to the lifeboat station or the harbourmaster’s office.
Whether you explore before your meal or after, there is plenty to see. Have a special day out in this unique place.
