All right, so it’s an odd name – the sort you sometimes avoid….and OK, it’s just about in Pleasington and really nearer to the back of Witton Park in Blackburn…but do go there anyway.

To reach this, the newest (so far) Ribble Valley Inn of Nigel Haworth and his team, we chose to drive through aptly-named Pleasington with its tasteful village and magnificent Priory. The route was a little circuitous, involving some narrow roads and tight bends, but the views of the scenery made it worthwhile.

The Clog (that’ll do for now) was well established for more than a hundred years under another name, so when we saw it we recognised the location at once. All else has changed (for the better) however, with easy parking, renovated and improved interior areas, an outdoor patio and the usual Ribble Valley Inn care and attention to detail.
Greeted at the door by friendly and helpful staff and provided promptly with drinks and menus the pattern was clearly going to be similar to other such Inns we have visited….and so it turned out to be.

The menu (with featured food suppliers on its reverse, as expected) was interesting and varied, providing something for everyone…and with a local influence. Having made our choices we had only a short time to wait before our meals arrived and as usual they were generous in amounts and delicious to the taste.

This then is just as we had expected, with high quality at reasonable cost – though we did note that as in many other establishments these days, the prices were slowly creeping up. Certainly we had value for money and would highly recommend this Inn…and though there were no surprises to freshen the mixture, the Ribble Valley Inns are all establishments to be proud of.

Having made the most of the tasty fare we drove slowly away, avoiding the traffic and bustle of busy Blackburn and sparing time to look at the Priory in Pleasington village – well worth a visit in its own right.
