Situated in the centre of the picturesque village of Bolton by Bowland in the scenic Ribble valley, the Coach and Horses really does have it all.

Access is easy from the A59 near Clitheroe and parking at the pub quite simple in the large car park. It is at this point that we must admit that we had often by-passed this inn, thinking it to be a typical village pub – but it was a mistake which we shall not make again…..indeed, we shall make special journeys to revisit, something we rarely do these days.

Recommended to us by a friend (thanks Tim, we owe you one) when we entered the inn we found a quiet, comfortable lounge area and a well appointed dining room – and there is also an alfresco area for warm summer days. Calm and friendly, the tone was just right throughout.
Greeted by helpful and efficient staff we were soon shown to our table and provided with drinks and an interesting and varied lunch menu. It wasn’t long before we made our selections and as we waited for our food to be individually prepared we noted that the décor, whilst fully in keeping with the ambience of the inn, was a notch or three above the usual in such a place…again evidence of care and attention to detail.

When our meals arrived they proved to be very tasty and available in goodly helpings, with each individual flavour blending into a satisfying whole – so no doubts that the chef and their brigade really knew what they were doing. This impression was confirmed with our selection of desserts – again, something we do no always partake of – as they proved to be equally interesting and well made. 
Another very pleasant surprise came when the bill arrived, as the meals were extremely good value for money in every respect – always a plus feature in these days of tight finances for all.
It is clear, then, that the Coach and Horses is a rather special place (as is the village itself) and that the staff and owners deserve a great deal of praise for their efforts. The inn has won a number of awards already – it clearly deserves them…and we would add an accolade of our own!
Certainly it is somewhere we heartily recommend that you visit, the only caveat being that you would be wise to book a place, especially on the weekends or at other busy times.
