Situated on the main A388 through the small town of Callington, between Launceston and Saltash, the Coachmakers Arms is a straightforward, uncomplicated pub which also does good if rather basic meals.   
Parking was on-street nearby as the inn is situated on a corner where one has to take care in crossing the road, but really this was not a problem. Entering the traditional pub we were greeted by friendly staff and locals who included us in their conversation, making the whole atmosphere very welcoming.

The pub itself contains a quite large bar area and a slightly smaller dining room set out with traditional furniture rather like church pews, ensuring privacy and basic comforts. The dining room is beamed and the low ceiling echoes the age of the building, as does the fire grate - which now contains a modern gas fire.
We were soon provided with drinks and took the opportunity to select our meals from the rather limited choices on offer at the usual ‘pub grub’ level - but none the worse for that.

It didn’t take long for our meals to arrive and we found that they were tasty, large in portion and – as we later found – very good value for money. We soon disposed of our repasts and were ready to be on our way once more, leaving to the friendly farewells of the drinkers at the bar.

Certainly this is not somewhere for a gourmet meal nor is it a restaurant of a high standard – but if you want good unpretentious food served in a pleasant atmosphere this is somewhere well worth a visit.

Clearly it is a real pub for real local people and that in itself is rather a rarity in these days of ‘plastic’ pub chains, each indistinguishable from the next, so we wish the Coachmakers Arms every success in the future.
