The Corn Mill, Dee Lane, Llangollen, North Wales.

Llangollen is a busy town, a centre for tourism in the area and home of the International Eisteddfod, so it has a number of restaurants, hotels etc to cater for the needs of hungry travellers.

A spectacular example of one of the best of these is the Corn Mill, situated right next to the river (which it once used in its Mill days) and in a very scenic spot. Parking right next to the Mill is not possible and the narrow lane next to it makes ‘dropping off’ something of a lottery, so the best option is to park in one of the nearby public car parks or (in the evenings) in the town centre as we did.

The Mill was first mentioned in the thirteenth century (due to the Cistercian Monks from nearby Valle Crucis Abbey), though its current form dates from about 1786…and then, when it fell into disuse after 1974 a rebuild became essential if demolition were to be avoided.
When Brunning and Price became involved a new tone was set, with a careful rebuild and refurbishment to its present state, taking in a new use but recognising the historic features to be conserved.

This firm are increasingly well known for good food and carefully planned décor and facilities – but here they have excelled themselves, with three floors of characterful beams and fittings together with external decking over part of the river. Look on the website for more details and read the story of the floods in the year 2000. 
Entering the building at a busy period, the helpful staff still found time to advise us on a seating area (on the top floor) and we soon made our choice of food from the usual B&P menu….good food at reasonable prices being watchwords of this group. One thing we should mention is that food is conveyed to the table, but not drinks…. one orders drinks at the bar and then has to carry them to the table oneself – though trays are helpfully provided. Our meals were of the usual tasty and ample quality and amount, so we soon wolfed them down whilst looking over the river scene from on high. 
Go there yourselves and enjoy the experience – but booking a table is advised at busy times….the quality of this place is now well known.

This is somewhere special – don’t miss it!
