We had been exploring the Cheshire countryside and were visiting Wrenbury as part of our itinerary when we came across two pubs – the large and expensive-looking Dusty Miller and the Cotton Arms. Examining each of them in turn we found that after a change of ownership the Dusty Miller was not serving food – a new chef yet to be appointed – so we moved to the Cotton Arms….and what a lucky move it was.

Parking is a little limited in the area opposite the pub, but not really a problem, especially as some of the customers were from the associated small caravan/campsite at the rear of the inn whilst others were from the nearby canal boats.

Entering the traditional interior we found it filled with happy customers, including families and even the pub dog. All were friendly and welcoming, as were the staff, soon seating us with drinks and a quite extensive food menu. Having made our choices there was a short wait for the meals to arrive and once more we were struck by the pleasant and even homely atmosphere the pub engendered.
The meals themselves proved to be very tasty and in large amounts…so much so that we couldn’t do justice to our portions….so it became evident that no-one would leave this inn hungry. The cost of the meals was also reasonable indeed, so the popularity of this eatery was again reinforced.

It seems that this was a very well established inn, with parts of it going back to the 16th Century and having been built from old ships’ timbers…the inn itself being named for the Cotton family who lived at nearby Combermere Abbey.

Not surprising, then, that we would recommend that you call in when in the area – and don’t just visit the larger and more modern- looking inn nearby…go for the real place with real food and real people as well!
