Brimstage Hall courtyard, unsurprisingly next to Brimstage Hall, contains many good things for the visitor – quality shops and at least a couple of eating places. We chose to visit the largest of these and it turned out to be a very good choice.

Parking within the courtyard area itself is limited, but with overflow car parks only a few yards away this really is not a difficulty.  Entering the restaurant was a little step back in time in some respects as at once there was the homely and cosy feeling of good small eating places of old – a very good sign. The building itself may have been part of the mews or stables area at one time as the long, low room with (in some places) beamed ceilings extends for a greater distance than the picture above suggests.

Greeted by friendly staff and soon seated at a suitable table it was evident at once that this was a popular place and within a few minutes of the arrival of lunchtime it was full. Soon provided with drinks and an interesting and varied menu we made our choices and after a short wait our meals arrived.

They were tasty, well prepared and presented and of just the right amount, so we soon disposed of them…to our great satisfaction. Another plus point was that they were of very reasonable cost, so it was no surprise to see that many of our fellow customers were of indeterminate age and would recognise such value – and some had clearly been visiting this establishment for many years.

We left feeling that we had found another good spot, welcoming and giving good value for money – and we would certainly recommend that you call here when in the area.

After completing our meals we went out to explore the other courtyard attractions and found that they were of a high standard, so a visit to the courtyard area would be of interest in itself.
