Driving through the area of Dumfries and Galloway on the main A75 in weather which was far from perfect we reached the small but interesting town of Newton Stewart and sought refreshment – at an off-peak time, just to make it interesting, of course!

Driving through the town itself we noted several hotels etc which might provide refreshment but settled instead for a snack at the Cree Inn, situated as the address implies next to the scenic river Cree which runs through the area.

Parking was straightforward in the rather small car park at the side of the inn and we made our way through the rain to the main entrance. As we entered it became apparent that this was an unpretentious place, with a bar/games room in one section and a lounge/restaurant area in the section which we selected, all rather basic in furnishing and decor but none the worse for that.
Greeted by friendly and helpful staff (in spite of the odd time) we were made to feel welcome and were soon seated at a table of our choice and looking at a menu of typical pub grub and snacks.

Given the situation, we settled for toasted sandwiches and an accompanying bowl of chips with a side salad – which proved to be substantial enough for both of us and with some to spare!
The food came to us without delay and was equally promptly dispatched with some relish…and when it came our time to pay the bill we found that it was small and very good value for what we had received.

Certainly this is not the place to go when looking for gourmet meals or frills and fancies – but we would recommend it as a friendly place for getting real food supplied by real people – a rare thing in this increasingly plastic world.

We went on our way refreshed and revived and we enjoyed the rest of our trip – in spite of the rain showers – a testament to the Cree Inn.
