The Cross Keys Inn, Tebay, Cumbria.

There are some places which act as travel nodes for an area and Tebay, just off the M6 motorway in the north of Cumbria is one such place, the exit here giving access to Penrith, Kendal and the route to Kirby Stephen and Barnard Castle.

Having travelled through the day in this region we reached early evening at this location and decided that a meal was needed before our motorway trip…though there seemed to be only a few alternative venues within some distance which might fit the bill.

We had seen the Cross Keys Inn when passing through, it being situated on the main Kendal road – not surprising as we later found it was originally an old coaching inn. Parking was easy at the front of the building and as we made our way in we were due for a surprise. Passing through the traditional pub frontage we found ourselves in a large and comfortable conservatory dining area. 

Greeted by friendly and helpful staff we were soon made to feel welcome and provided with drinks and a menu which contained details of a quite wide range of fare. As we looked around we noticed that there were grounds behind the inn where alfresco dining was possible in suitable weather and that the whole place was somewhat larger than we had envisioned.

After a short wait our meals arrived and they were very tasty, well presented and offered very good value for money…and we also noted that a large party of local people were enjoying a family celebration….always a good sign in such areas.
Having partaken of a very good meal we went on our way refreshed and promising ourselves that we would call in here again when in the area as the inn proved to be a real find….and one which we hope you will take advantage of n due course.
