The Crown at Worthington, Standish, Wigan, Lancs.

This is an unusual one. The setting is not as one might expect – on the edge of Wigan, in the countryside but down Platt Lane, more noted for a nearby industrial estate than scenery – but well worth the trouble and deceptive in the most positive ways.

This is the sort of place we’ve sometimes driven past, recognised as a typical pub but nothing more, until a local contact told us how things were evolving. 

First deception is the Crown’s appearance – on examination there is a large car park at the rear and the interior contains not just the traditional bar but also several dining areas including a well appointed and airy conservatory, all invisible from the main road.

Next, the friendliness of the staff that made us welcome, then the range of reasonably priced food on offer, to suit all tastes and pockets.

Then there was the fact that the Crown is clearly set to improve and expand, with a new menu aimed at ‘Gastro-pub’ status to be brought in soon.

On the days we visited all was well, the food was of good ‘pub grub’ quality, well presented and prepared, but not yet out of the ordinary. Certainly somewhere to visit, but with potential for improvement;
This is somewhere to visit again in the near future, to watch the growth and progression of the establishment.

Take the time to find it when in the area and let us know if the changes reach the expectations.
