Founded back in 2004, the Cultured Bean is a family concern, and like all such ventures which hope to succeed, standards are high. The staff are helpful and friendly, with the range of produce going beyond what might be expected in a small Lancashire village and a small café.

This is certainly a place well worth a visit and which will not disappoint, although other restaurants and cafes in the town offer more substantial meals and more traditional fare for those with healthy appetites.
