      As you drive along the main road from Skipton to Grassington and beyond you pass through the small village of Cracoe and if you are not fully aware you will miss a good meal in a pub with real character.
The setting is traditional, with stone-flagged floors and a typical bar area decorated with local mementoes of days gone by, but there are recent  notices too, reflecting the locals use of the pub.
The area is a friendly one and visitors mix easily with local farmers and residents.
The food is good pub grub, well made and using some local produce, served quickly and efficiently by courteous staff. The helpings are of a suitable size and few would be able to say they went away hungry. Prices are very reasonable and represent good value for money. The area is suitable for family meals and all are made welcome.

Parking is easy, the main car park being behind the pub and well away from the busy main road.

In all a good place to stop for a meal, not perhaps where you would wish to use for special occasions, but certainly a place well worth a visit.
