Travelling along the main A20 road between Maidstone and only a few minutes from its junction 8 we turned off the main rod to visit the pretty little village of Lenham. There, in the main square is the heart of the village and within it lies the Dog and Bear Hotel. There is some parking space in the square itself, but the signs for the public car park lead one to the rear of the building, where the hotel has its own car park, adjacent to the public one.

 Having entered the building we came upon a pleasant interior, modernised since the pub began as a coaching inn back in 1601, but having lost little of its character. The friendly staff soon made us welcome and we ordered a meal from a quite extensive menu.

The food itself could be classed as good quality pub grub and there was something for all tastes at reasonable prices. The meals were clearly made to order, well cooked and presented, with large helpings and tasty ingredients.

In short this is somewhere well worth a visit, and when we are in the area again we will certainly call in to expand our current ‘provisional’ recommendation.
