 Driving through the countryside in the general area of places like Craven Arms, Much Wenlock and Bridgenorth is always a pleasant experience when the weather is good and there are a number of villages in this area which are well worth exploring.

It was when making such a journey that we stumbled upon – almost literally – the pretty village of Worfield, not far from Bridgenorth and seeing the sign for a country inn, made our way to it. The village itself is interesting, with many historic buildings, narrow streets and thus limited parking, but we cheated and parked in the Primary School car park (it was a Sunday).

Making our way to the inn we noticed how it seemed to fit into the main street (almost the only street) as if it had grown there, an appearance heightened when we got inside and noted the low beams, traditional furniture and the crowd of friendly local customers.

Greeted and included in the atmosphere straight away we made our way to a table and ordered drinks and a meal from the limited Sunday menu…and were glad to have acted quickly as the place rapidly filled up with other potential diners.

It didn’t take long for the drinks and food to arrive and we tucked in at once – unsurprisingly in this rural area the meal was hearty and full of goodness in all respects, an unpretentious flavourful repast. 

This was honest and reliable home cooking (for such it clearly was) at its best, with few frills but lots of quality….the sort of meal we really wanted at this point of the day.

Certainly we think that you should seek out the Dog and Davenport Arms and then spend some time finding out more about the village.

 As a contrast with the ‘plastic’ chain of inns we see around the country there could be no better example and we are pleased to be able to recommend a real place with real food frequented by real local people.
When in the area you may need to make a detour to find this place, but do take the trouble to do so – and you will find, as we did, somewhere well worth the effort.
