Grindleton is a pretty little village not far from the main A59 Clitheroe to Skipton road – somewhere which may take a little finding but which is well worth the effort involved.

Parking was relatively easy in the designated car park at the side of the inn, but its crowded nature showed at once that the restaurant was well patronised by locals and visitors alike. Making our way to the front of the building, past the main dining area, we were met by friendly and helpful staff who managed to find us a table in a small bar/dining area….quite a feat on a busy evening.

Drinks and an interesting menu were soon provided and it became evident at once that the quality on offer here was more than might be expected from a typical village inn – and so it proved to be.

Having made our selections from the menu it wasn’t long before our meals arrived and it was evident that a lot of care had gone into their preparation and presentation….and into the flavours that were to the fore. Certainly the Chef Proprietor Michael Heathcote had done a good job with the brigade in the kitchen and this showed in all respects throughout….and at reasonable prices, too.
This, then, is somewhat of a find for us and we shall return in the near future to sample more and at a less busy time…though we confidently expect that the same high standard will be on display whenever we call. Certainly we think that the Duke of York is a worthy addition to our lists and we would encourage you to go there and try it for yourselves – you will not be disappointed.
