The Dusty Miller, Wrenbury, Cheshire.

Situated in the picturesque village of Wrenbury, in the heart of rural Cheshire and just a few feet away from the Shropshire Union Canal, the Dusty Miller has a lot going for it.

Making the short but interesting detour from the main A 49 road we soon came upon the former mill building, now completely refurbished to a very high standard. Parking was simple in the large car park at the rear of the building and we were soon seated in the warm interior, looking at the passing traffic on the canal – people, dogs, boats and all!

When we last visited the area the inn was undergoing a change of ownership and was unable to serve food – now things were fully operational in all areas.

Provided with drinks and menus by helpful and efficient staff we soon made our choices from an interesting menu containing much local produce (as it should in such a rural area)…and it wasn’t long before our food arrived.

The meals were tasty, well prepared and presented and so they didn’t last long with such hungry travellers – but a nice touch was that the manager went to each table and took the trouble to enquire if all was well…ensuring both good service and happy customers. Clearly this group mean to create a good impression, starting as they mean to go on…particularly as the position of the inn means that it must rely on customers travelling to it, often from some way away.
In this respect we feel that they have nothing to worry about if they continue in this manner, for the meals were of good value and we left promising ourselves that we would return soon.

There is another good inn nearby – the Cotton Arms, mentioned elsewhere on this site – but the Dusty Miller appeals to a different client base, so there should be room for both to prosper…we hope so, as each offers a different dining experience…both being of value.

Call at the Dusty Miller and enjoy what is sure to be its growing success – so check if you need to book a table or you may be disappointed!
