The Dysart Arms, Bunbury, Tarporley, Cheshire.

The Dysart Arms is an example of the best type of traditional English pub and, true to form, it is situated near a church and a little way from the main A49 road south of Tarporley. Bunbury is a small and pretty village with the Dysart Arms to be found by turning left at the village centre and taking a road which seems to lead away past the Nags Head pub – but keep your eyes (or more safely those of your passengers) open for the sight of the church spire and aim for that. Once reached, parking is easy at the rear of the inn and access straightforward, though anyone requiring wheelchair access should call first for ramps to be made available.

Once ensconced in the comfortable book lined bar/lounge area one should take note of the traditional beamed ceilings etc…a theme carried through to the restaurant area. There is also a garden area for outdoor dining if the weather permits and very good views of the surrounding countryside and the old village which may be seen. One feature which provoked comment was the tube near the roof of the dining area, down which things could be seen to move…after a little frivolous speculation we enquired as to its function and were told it was a message tube running to the kitchens – just like the vacuum system used in some shops of old.
We settled for a place in the restaurant and after examining the quite extensive menu made our choices. After a short wait (no microwave meals here) our food arrived and was both tasty and well presented, with lots of local produce in evidence. The service was good without being intrusive, with helpful and friendly staff coping well with the demands of regulars and visitors alike…and their children, in some cases. No wonder, then, that it has won many prizes and appears with merit in most of the good food guides covering this area.
After a good meal we took the time to examine the ancient church nearby and were rewarded by finding many interesting facts about the area in times gone by and the further attraction of Bunbury Mill is nearby too.
If you are in this part of darkest Cheshire and want a typical country village experience but superior food and all at a very reasonable price, then this is certainly a place which we could recommend. We will assuredly be back before too long!
