The Eagle and Child, Singleton Rd, Weeton, Nr Kirkham, Lancs.

Visiting on the recommendation of one of the viewers of this website we made an early error…we thought we knew where this inn was. So it was that after a short tour of a nearby Army camp and some pretty countryside we finally reached Weeton – something we could have done much more quickly by simply sticking to the road signs and using the Kirkham bypass. Having reached Weeton, the Eagle and Child was easy to find and well worth the finding. A sign on the building indicated that it was an ancient inn built in 1585 and a place where Cromwell is reputed to have stayed. 

Parking was easy in the ample spaces provided at either side of the pub and as soon as we entered it was clear that this old building had been tastefully renovated whilst retaining period beams etc.  Perhaps the one clashing feature was the inclusion of a gaming machine, complete with flashing lights, in one area of the room….but then it was a village inn.
 The welcome was warm and the staff helpful, so it wasn’t long before we were seated with our drinks. The menu was quite extensive (with the help of the usual ‘specials’ board) and some of the items seemed rather expensive, but we made our choices and after a short wait our meals arrived. It was apparent that the food was well made and used some local ingredients, care clearly having been taken in all areas, though one dish was, we thought, a little too generously sauced.

 A sign outside the pub stated that it was a finalist in a food contest for the area and on this showing the Eagle and Child should do well. This then is certainly somewhere to visit should you want to leave behind the hurly-burly of Blackpool (only a few miles away) and wish to sample some good quality ‘pub grub’ in good surroundings.
After our meal we drove towards the bypass, stopping at the church of St Anne at Westby Mills, where we found a striking example of Pugin architecture, well worth a visit to the area on its own merits.
