We had visited several places in the area during the morning – Whitby was extremely crowded, for example – and we needed to rest and recover over a good meal. Driving down the main A171 towards Scarborough we came upon the Falcon Inn, set back a little way from the road. It looked like a quiet establishment which had a good history….and so it proved to be.
Parking was simple in the large car park to the side of the main building and we soon made our way to the entrance, to be greeted by friendly and helpful staff. The Inn itself has indeed got a history, being a coaching inn of over 200yrs standing, having started its life as a shooting lodge for Lord Derwent.
On the day of our visit it was quiet indeed, but this simply meant that our requirements got individual attention without delay, so we had soon obtained drinks and made our orders from a typical pub grub menu, albeit a home-cooked one.

Our meals arrived after a short wait, so we were able to look around the traditional interior and take in details of the gardens and of the décor, each being well kept and appropriate. The food itself was tasty, substantial in amount and of a good quality, so we were well satisfied with our meals and the reasonable costs which they incurred.

We would certainly think that this is a good place to break your journey and have a good meal without all the hassle of a large tourist area like Whitby or Scarborough – and as a bonus you get to meet and talk with the real inhabitants of the area and learn of their concerns and of local events in the area.
