Situated in its own grounds on one of the major roads out of Settle, a thriving market town famed for (amongst other things) the scenic Settle to Carlisle railway.

Once a Rectory, the building retains an elegant décor both inside and out, with grounds to admire in the summer months. We visited on a much cooler day, however and so were glad of the warm welcome given by helpful staff. Parking is easy in the designated areas.
Soon seated in a comfortable bar/lounge area, we made our selection from a short but interesting menu and were quickly seated at our table in the dining area. This room offered a good view of the gardens to one side of the hotel and was a quite large, high-ceilinged room typical of the period. Other dining areas were available for larger parties, but we were well satisfied with our choice.
Our food arrived quickly and was well cooked and well presented, with the meat of our choice being carved at the table – to the accompaniment of cheerful comments from the staff. The meals were tasty and contained much local produce…and it was good to see that we were gently pressed to have more meat etc – no ‘portion control’ here!

Throughout the meal service was attentive and laced with attempts at humour – clearly the staff knew many of the diners as regular customers – but all the amenities were observed and the obvious intent was to please.

We can certainly recommend that you call in to this hotel for a good meal (and at a very reasonable cost, too) when in the area, for we have no doubt that you will be made to feel welcome. As an added bonus it proved to be the sort of place where some local people would chat informally in an appropriate manner, so we felt drawn in to the overall friendly atmosphere.

Go there and try it for yourselves – it certainly is a place of character(s)!
