This pub, once called, with reason, the Pleasant Retreat, is easy to find, being just off junction 27 of the M6 motorway, on the main B5250 road.

From the outside it looks like any other, save for the large sign proclaiming it Best Village Inn of 2005 – impressive, until you realise that another pub in the next village will have a similar claim.

The interior of the pub is traditional, though with some less than traditional quite loud music, but other than this all is well. The menu is quite extensive and the staff obliging, setting the tone for a good meal.
First impressions, then, were of something ordinary, but when the food arrived that changed. Despite the usual choice of fare the difference was in quality, very good in all respects and for very reasonable prices.

It is for this reason that we recommend the Inn, as quality makes all the difference, and we began to see why the large car park was rapidly filling up.

If you’re looking for really good pub grub in a traditional setting try the Farmers Arms at Heskin – you won’t be disappointed.
