Travelling through Ludlow we stopped for a meal at the Feathers Hotel, one of the Jacobean buildings of Ludlow with a story to tell of its past. It seems that lunch time here is taken very seriously, as we found the main Hotel restaurant fully booked, so finding space in the Comus Café Bar was a bonus.

We entered through the impressive frontage of the hotel itself and only had a little time to appreciate its qualities before being whisked away to the Bar/Lounge area. This proved to be a light and pleasant room with a fixed menu available at very reasonable cost – coming, of course, from the same kitchen as that which serves the restaurant.
We made our choice from a tasty selection and drank in the surroundings as we waited for our meal to arrive. Whether because of the restaurant being at full capacity or (as we later discovered ) because of staff shortages, this took some time – so by the time the food made its appearance we were quite ready for it.

The food itself was of very good quality, with large helpings attractively presented, so we made short work of the main course. After another protracted wait our dessert arrived and this showed that the chef and his brigade really knew their stuff – it was well worth waiting for.

As we left to continue our travels we mused that we would certainly call again- to try the restaurant this time – but thought that the time we spent waiting didn’t really give the best impression of the hotel….something the management could do with addressing in the future.
