The Fire Station Café, Malpas, Cheshire.

Malpas is a pretty little town in rural Cheshire, not far from Tarporley or Wrexham. It can be quite a busy place and on the day of our visit this proved to be so, with on-street parking at a premium. Fortunately there are some public car parks (note: not pay and display – yet) not far away from the main street, so access to the town and the Café is easy.

Having safely parked, we crossed the busy road carefully, avoiding cycles and horses as well as cars etc, and so made our way to the old Fire Station, now a very pleasant café.

Finding a table in the comfortably furnished café was ok – but space is limited – so we ordered from a quite extensive menu and looked around at some of the ceramics on display.

After a short wait the helpful staff brought our meals and we were pleased to note that they were substantial, well prepared from mainly local ingredients and very tasty. It didn’t take long for us to dispose of this fare – and then our eyes were drawn to some very tempting home-made cakes on display. Suffice it to say that we couldn’t eat them at once, but were greedy enough to take some away to be consumed later…and in due time these too proved to be delicious.

We left feeling well pleased with our visit –especially as the prices were very reasonable indeed – and mused on how far above the café chains like ‘Little Chef’ this café was….it would be worth the journey all on its own, though the town was interesting too.
After making our way back to the car we went on our way, sadly encountering what must have been one of the few traffic jams nearby as people passed the impressive church on the hill at the edge of the town.

This is a really good place to visit, so go there and then explore the countryside nearby – we feel that you will enjoy the experience.
