Denbigh has quite a lot going for it – a wider variety of shops than one might think, including a market and some high quality outlets, a large and imposing castle, and several good cafes.

One of these, situated on the high street, is the Forum ….and as the picture makes clear this is in an area where renovation work on a row of older buildings is taking place, so scaffolding extends in front of several of the shops.

Parking is not really possible for any length of time on the busy main street, but there are large public car parks just a short walk away, so at a small cost one can have both secure parking and time to explore at one’s leisure.

Once we spotted the Forum Tea Rooms we glanced in through the window and decided that this was the cosy café to visit. Comfortably furnished and with a warm and friendly ‘family’ atmosphere, it was soon apparent that our choice was shared by many of the local people.

Seated quickly and provided with drinks and quite an extensive menu by the helpful staff, it was obvious that the management were taking a lot of care to provide good food at very reasonable prices….and so it proved to be.

After a suitable wait our meals arrived and were large in portion, tasty and well presented – with more than an element of local produce and home cooking. Some cafes seem to rely on microwaves and fast turnarounds….not so this establishment, where the emphasis was on making the meals good enough so that customers would want to return.
This was clearly a family run eating place, with all of the staff doing everything needed to get very good results in every respect.

We thoroughly applaud their efforts and wish them every success – and will show this in a more definite way by making sure that we call in here when next in the area.

We would recommend that you do the same – you will find everything in order in a good old-fashioned café environment….just as it should be in a traditional market town.
