We’ve stopped at the Fox and Barrel before, and found it to be a very suitable place for a meal, in fact a recent winner of the Cheshire Dining Pub of the Year award. This time the day was very hot and the interior of the pub welcoming and cool.

The atmosphere was calm and quiet, with just the muted sounds from the nearby Oulton Park motor racing circuit to break the quiet of the countryside – all this despite a location just off the main A49 Warrington to Whitchurch main road.

The staff were helpful and obliging as we chose from an extensive menu, the wait for the food being long enough for its individual preparation but not overlong. The food itself was reasonably priced and delicious, with large helpings and well matched flavours. A summer salad here includes more than just a few green leaves, with ample amounts of fruit adding taste to the meal.

After a leisurely hour or so we left replete, our aim to explore the Cheshire country nearby.

This is a pub that could be easy to drive past, but don’t be tempted to do so. It’s well worth stopping to sample the fare.

Try it and see.
