This was a lucky find. Travelling in the area for a meeting in Stafford, we came into the Eccleshall area looking for a particular restaurant. We couldn’t find it…later we found it had closed down, despite what a major ‘foodie’ website had told us that morning.

Left with a problem at lunchtime, we turned to the restaurant at the George Hotel, at the major road junction of the village. What a fortunate choice.

The room was airy and recently decorated, well heated on a cold day, and more modern in outlook than the hotel next door. 

We chose from the set menu and were delighted to find the quality of the food to be very high, with home-made breads with things like Paprika butter as appetisers. The starters arrived promptly and were a delicious meal in themselves, again clearly home-produced and so it proved for the main courses, much of the produce clearly local and fresh from the farm. The choice of food wasn’t large, but it was well selected to appeal to a range of tastes.
The service throughout was warm and friendly and enquiries into how we enjoyed the meal were clearly meant and not just a formality  -  you can’t buy that sort of helpfulness.

All this was provided at very reasonable prices, so when we pass this way again we will be sure to call in again and tell our friends, too.

Car parking was limited in the hotel car park, but a public car park a short distance away solves that problem. After the meal the town itself is worthy of closer inspection, with a number of points of interest.

This is one of those places it’s worth detouring to find – now, before too many more people get to hear of it.

It seems like the village has lost one good restaurant and gained another – try it and see.
