This inn, to the north of the town of Northwich, is situated in a picturesque village – look in the gallery too section of this website and see what I mean. It’s down a minor road, but signposted, and the pub itself has been in the centre of the village since the 1700s. There is a large car park (which you should use) at the rear of the pub – cars somehow seem out of keeping with the surroundings here.
On the way in through the front door pause to read the inscriptions carved on the wooden fence at either side, and look carefully at the message in the front porch. Then you are in the comfortable world of a real country inn in its true setting. The rooms and dining areas are as they should be, and so is the food.

The menu is quite large, the food well prepared and produced, everything a family run affair (for so it is) should be. The cost is reasonable, the meals satisfying, the leisurely stay likely to be too long – you may well be loath to leave.

However, when you eventually make it outside you really should take the time to look at the impressive church, see the school built at the time of Shakespeare, and walk the narrow streets for a little while.

Then, as you drive to the major road at the bottom of the small hill, beware of the junction as you pull out and drive back to more modern surroundings.
