The George and Dragon, High St, Tarvin Cheshire.

The town of Tarvin is a little deceptive – it’s the sort of place that the main roads just skirt rather than pass through…which in some ways is just as well since it allows the town centre to retain its character. The George and Dragon, on the High St, is similarly a little deceptive…but as with the town it is in a good way.

Parking is easy in the quite large designated car park at the side of the inn, and we entered through a conservatory area near to where we had parked rather than through the front door leading from the street. As may be seen from the picture the exterior is traditional – but once inside it is apparent that a great deal of time and money have been spent on décor fixtures and fittings etc to bring things up to a high modern standard in many ways.
Greeted by helpful staff, we were soon shown to one of the dining areas (of which there are several of various types) and made comfortable with drinks and an interesting menu. As with most places these days, a special offers menu was also available and it was from this that we chose to order our meals.

It didn’t take long for the food to arrive and it was tasty, large in portion and containing a goodly amount of local produce. There is no doubt that this place has a great deal to offer – far more than the ‘average’ exterior might suggest – and at reasonable prices, too.
We think that if you are looking for a place which serves ‘good pub grub’ and perhaps a little more then you should call in at the George and Dragon…you will not be disappointed.

Do not, however, make the mistake (decidedly somewhere else but with a similar name) which we made when we were greeted by a loud and unsympathetic landlady…so we asked if we could see George…and were promptly shown the door!
