Turn off the A483, which runs between Oswestry and Welshpool, at Llynclys crossroads, and head into the scenic Tanat Valley, as if travelling to Machynlleth or Bala. Pretty soon you’ll come upon a sign that says The Green Inn – don’t drive past, take a moment and call in to this charming 17th Century Inn.

Parking is easy as the inn is set back from the main road and at a junction with a minor one and space is abundant, with the Inn having outside as well as inside facilities for quite large groups.
Wishing to escape the strong sun (for once we had the choice) we went into the traditional bar/lounge area, then an oak-beamed dining room.

Staff were friendly and efficient, and soon our meal arrived. The choice covered the usual range of things, but the specials board told of a more enterprising chef, so we selected from that. The meal arrived promptly and was good, superior pub grub rather than gastro-pub, but at very reasonable prices and in good quantities. Very good value for money.
As we ate more people arrived, so clearly the locals know a good thing when they find it.

As we looked at the dessert menu I noticed they offered Buffalo Ice-cream…..if only we’d had a Cockney with us to make the old distinction between a Buffalo and a Bison (remember the accent)….if in doubt, try washing your hands in a Buffalo!
