The Groes Inn,Tyn-y-Groes, nr Conwy, North Wales.

This is quite a place. Advertised as the First licensed House in Wales (1573) the inn can be found by taking the B1506 from Conwy castle towards Trefriw and following the road for about two miles.

On reaching the inn park across the road in its ample car park, but before entering take a moment to savour the views of the Conwy estuary and grand countryside.

On entering two things become apparent, the high quality of the historic building and the large number of staff ready to deal with your every need. There are rooms, restaurants and a bar/lounge area, all of interest and once seated you have a wide choice of food and drink.

Making a choice in a place like this isn’t easy, but the choice being made, food arrives promptly, and then you realise that all the awards on display (and there are many) are well justified.

On the Sunday that we had our lunch, for example, the inn soon filled up with discerning folk from the surrounding area and with holiday home owners who clearly returned time and again.

After a very good meal at reasonable prices we left satisfied, to explore the countryside nearby and the little villages. This part of the day became a cautionary tale due to our own (all right, my) stupidity – for the full tale look at the Disconnected Jottings and (way, way) off the beaten track sections of this site.

Suffice it to say that there is much to be seen, the picturesque village of Rowen in particular….but don’t try to drive over the old Drovers road up out of the village, turn back while you can and enjoy the area without coming to grief.

The Groes Inn? Go there when you are anywhere nearby. Be prepared for a busy inn, and book in advance if you wish to be certain….but go. You’ll really like it.
