The Grouse Inn, Carrog, nr Llangollen, North Wales.

                          The Grouse Inn is an unusual place, but one that is well worth  looking for – particularly  if you’ve just travelled on the Llangollen steam railway, for Carrog has a station, and the Inn is not far away.
To reach this homely pub you can either take the train, or more likely, divert your route from the A5 between Corwen and Llangollen – no problem there, as the Inn is well signposted.

Whichever route you take you will cross over the River Dee, over a quaint old bridge, then climb a little hill to the Inn, which commands spectacular views of the valley and he Berwyn Mountains.

The car park is spacious and at the back of the Inn, just as well, for the narrow road through the village allows no proper parking elsewhere.
Once inside the traditional Inn the welcome is warm….in both English and Welsh (the latter being the usual tongue hereabouts) and the choice of food quite wide. The food is very good and delivered promptly to your table by friendly staff, just what’s needed on a cold day or a summer train ride.

After your meal (you will be satisfied in that) you might return by train, explore the valley, or just admire the view while resting replete. The daring amongst you might follow the road through the village to Bryneglwys nearby, but be warned; the views are spectacular, but the road gets very narrow, with grass growing down the middle in places. Really it’s a road linking farms and as such you may expect farm traffic, too. Off the beaten track and a proper view of this part of Wales…but be prepared.
I first found this place having detoured to check my car windscreen – nearly hit by a stone thrown up from the back of a farm tractor. The stone dented the roof, missed the windscreen by fractions, but really did me a good turn.

I went back, and so will you.
