This country pub is situated at the top of the hill between Chapel-en-le- Frith and Glossop, on the A624, and commands excellent views of the surrounding countryside.

Pull in to the large car par and go into the pub through the porch area (go on a wet or windy day and you’ll be glad of the porch) and enter the traditional interior. After ordering your meal at the bar (the menu is basically good ‘pub grub’) choose a table from what is really one elongated room. Select a table which will give a good view and enjoy a tasty and substantial meal.
The staff are friendly and the service prompt and the dining area is child friendly, indeed there’s even a safe play area for smaller children at the rear of the pub.

This place can get quite crowded at peak times (pardon the pun, with Kinder Scout walkers forming many of the customers) but booking is rarely necessary. Additional attractions at appropriate times include Helicopter rides over the area and clay pigeon shooting in the fields nearby – but not at the same time!

A good place to stop if passing through the area, a place to replenish your energy for the rest of the day.
