Less than 20 minutes from Junction 34 on the M6 motorway, less than 10 minutes from junction 36 and just a few miles to the South of Kirkby Lonsdale on the A 683 is where you’ll find this excellent Inn.

Modelled on the very successful Three Fishes at Mitton (near Clitheroe), Nigel Haworth and his team have done it again. With a largely updated but characterful interior and a large car park, the Inn is clearly intended to appeal to the travelling public as well as locals – and it certainly should do this very well. As with his other ventures, including the up-market Northcote Manor outside Preston, the emphasis here is on good quality food and service.
We called in shortly after the Highwayman had opened for the first time under this ownership and were met with the same warm welcome and high standards as we had frequently encountered at The Three Fishes in Mitton. Many of the ideas were similar too, with local food sourcing being displayed on the reverse of the interesting and varied menu. Having made our choice we settled down for a short wait until the well produced and well presented food appeared – and it was as flavourful and filling as we had expected.

For some customers unfamiliar with Nigel Haworth’s other establishments there were interesting reactions – usually very pleasurable ones, though it must be recorded that one or two groups did not stay to eat, presumably put off by the higher than (they) expected prices….most however realised that in a true gastropub the cost would be slightly higher but the rewards correspondingly greater too.

This, then, represents another very good place to eat and it was no coincidence that by the time we had finished our meal the Inn was filling up very rapidly indeed with satisfied customers.

If you are seeking high quality food in picturesque surroundings call in here – and then, like us, tour the surrounding countryside to enjoy its sights and character.
