The Holly Bush is one of the oldest pubs in the area, dating back to the sixteenth century and being a Grade 2 Listed building. It can be found on the A49 road to the South of Warrington, near the crossroads with the A533, but is on a bend, so the turn in to the pub needs some care.

Visiting is well worth the effort, however, as the period features (but modernised facilities) soon strike a friendly chord. Calling in for Sunday lunch as we did, without a reservation is a little chancy in the Summer, but we were lucky and found a place in the restaurant area.

The menu is quite varied without attempting to be anything but good ‘pub grub’…and it certainly fulfils that role very well. There is something for every taste, and the portions are large and succulent. The service is prompt and efficient, with just the right amount of care being taken to ensure a relaxing meal.
The prices are very reasonable indeed, especially on the set lunch menus, which still offer a good degree of choice. This is a place worth calling into when you’re in the area…you won’t be disappointed.

Returning to the large car park we passed the hotel accommodation that forms part of the Holly Bush, another feature worthy of greater inspection on another day.

Leaving the car par and getting back onto the A 49 requires care, but after such a good meal one is in the frame of mind to wait for the right moment.
