The Honey Bee, Altrincham Rd, Wilmslow, Cheshire.

Driving from the region of Manchester airport in the direction of Wilmslow along the A538 main road, it doesn’t take long to reach the Honey Bee, situated on the outskirts of the town.  One passes through tunnels beneath the taxiway for the airport runways and moves out into the countryside near to Lindow Moss, where the body of prehistoric Lindow Man was uncovered and later reconstructed to be placed in a museum…….so one cannot say that the area is dull.

The Inn itself is to be found on a bend in this busy road, so care needs to be taken when turning off into its ample car park or when leaving…the direction into Wilmslow being the safest route at that point.

Making our way to the main entrance at the front of the building we passed an alfresco dining area and noted that there were also quite extensive gardens, but this was a day for warmth and a good meal, so we went rapidly indoors.

This is a traditional pub/ restaurant, part of the Vintage Inns chain and set out as one might expect, so we found a corner table in a comfy area and selected our food from a quite extensive but reasonably priced menu. 
There was a brief wait for our meals to arrive, but this was certainly justified when we saw the careful way in which they had been prepared and presented – far better than many pub chains.
The food was tasty and we soon wolfed it down, even going to the extremes of having a dessert course – one of which proved to be very large and defeated one of our number…a rare thing in itself.

This is not really the place for a special occasion, but it is certainly a cut above the usual pub chain type of inn and should be recognised as such – so we would certainly recommend that you call here when in the area. 
Wilmslow is an affluent town with many more expensive and exotic eateries, but for a good meal at reasonable prices the Honey Bee is one to add to your list.
