To find this interesting Inn you must take the Marple road from Glossop, through Charles worth and along the ‘back’ road as if heading for Rowarth, another small settlement with a good restaurant.

The car park for the Inn is set back from the main road (care needed on leaving) which is just as well, as the road at this point is narrow.

Once out of your car and ensconced in the dining area, however, there are good views across open countryside with no major settlement in sight – yet it’s only a few miles from Manchester.

The Inn itself is traditional in décor, with a small bar/lounge area and a larger dining area. The staff are knowledgeable and obliging, clearly used to dealing with many regular customers as well as the occasional traveller.

The food is mainly British and Continental in style, with a good range of dishes at reasonable prices. Fresh local produce is generally used, and there is something for every taste. Nothing really exceptional, but everything well made and of good quality – a place for a quiet day out rather than a special occasion.

This is the sort of quiet country Inn that you expect to find deeper into country areas, but the nature of the roads and the character of the area makes it seem quite in keeping with the place.
