Fortunately, we had spotted the Italian Kitchen on the edge of the town’s shopping area and noted its off road parking area (at the rear) and modern frontage. As it was the start of the lunch period we were fortunate to have a choice of seating – fortunate because within half an hour the place had filled up with locals and visitors who knew a good thing when they saw it.

The interior is modern and larger than at first appears, with helpful and friendly staff catering efficiently with all of their customers’ needs. Seeing that birthday balloons were being distributed to children (of which there were many) one of our party expressed a wish for a balloon too….and it was smilingly brought over at once – even though it wasn’t their birthday – and that gives a good idea of easy informality which prevailed.

The menu was quite extensive, catering to all tastes and was very reasonably priced indeed…a bargain in many ways. As the food is individually prepared there was a slight wait until it arrived, but that was no problem at all in this friendly atmosphere.  
After the meal was over we left refreshed and duly noted that here ease of access for disabled people had also been taken into consideration…in keeping, perhaps with the care that had gone into the rest of the planning of the restaurant.
