Travelling to the small and often overlooked beach at the end of this cul-de-sac we came upon the Joiners Arms and looked in for a light lunch.

At once we were struck by the friendly atmosphere of this recently renovated inn, it was more like having a meal with friends than in an eating establishment. Small but cosy, just as it should be.
The food was cooked to order using fresh produce, so a little wait was inevitable, but the chatter of the local people and a suitable drink made that no difficulty. The menu was quite extensive, with something for most tastes and the food, when it arrived excellent.

In deference to a friend of mine who always orders the local fish and chips when anywhere near the sea, I for once did the same. What arrived was a large (excellently cooked) piece of fish, hand made chips, garden peas and bread and butter…and all at a ridiculously low price.
Our light meal instantly became more substantial, but it was a credit to the establishment that none was left at the end….indeed, had there been any pattern on the plates that could well have disappeared too!

This is a place that you should not miss when in the area and looking for a good, down-to earth meal near a quiet beach.

After the meal a lethargic stroll on that beach was in order, our footprints rather deeper than anticipated, now, in the sand.
