The Jolly Frog is something special – and something well worth taking a detour to experience. Travelling along the A49 to the north of Ludlow we followed the signs for Leintwardine and turned off along the A4113 towards Knighton, passing through very scenic countryside throughout.

After a short time we rounded a corner near the top of a hill and saw the Jolly Frog inn on our right. Care must be taken at this point, however, because the traffic on the bends adjacent can be rapid….and also because parking space is limited so other customers can inadvertently block you in - as we found when leaving after our meal.
The area outside the inn has many items of French extraction and entry to the place is a little more complex than usual as the hill location gives the pub several levels. We negotiated these and helpful staff soon had us seated appropriately and with drinks provided.
The menu proved to be interesting indeed, with French individuality showing through in all areas and fish dishes being a speciality. Having made our choices we had a chance to examine the décor while we waited for the food to be individually prepared…and thought that the closest resemblance was to a rustic French restaurant of quality.

After a short wait our meals arrived and certainly didn’t disappoint, there being many flavours and high standards of culinary execution of some quite complex dishes in all sections of the meal.

While we ate we were able to note that the restaurant had quickly filled to capacity with discerning diners and that we had been lucky to have been found a place at all – so booking in advance would certainly be a good thing, especially at the usual busy times.

All the other guests we clearly enjoying their dining experience (as we were), with the only exception being someone who left when they found that a traditional roast dinner was not available – again, just as in France where ‘le rosbif’ would not be on offer either.

We greatly enjoyed our meal and were pleasantly surprised to find the cost very reasonable indeed, so we can heartily recommend that you call in here and enjoy a rather different dining experience!
