The Kingfisher Restaurant, Sandside, Arnside, Cumbria.

Situated on the B5282 between Arnside and Milnthorpe in Cumbria, the Kingfisher restaurant was a real find. Driving along the River Kent estuary towards the coast we came upon a large row of modern flats which looked out to sea and also enjoyed scenic views towards the Lakeland Fells….and at the end of this row, seemingly part of it, was the Kingfisher Restaurant.

Parking was straightforward, with limited space at the front of the restaurant and some space to its rear, so we soon parked up and made our way into the building. The light and airy restaurant is at two levels, with modern décor and friendly staff who greeted us and seated us at our chosen table.

It wasn’t long before we were sipping drinks and looking at an interesting menu containing much local produce – including, unsurprisingly, many fish dishes. After a short wait our chosen meals arrived and they were very well prepared and presented….and most important of all, they were delicious. It didn’t take long for us to wolf these down, so we had just a short time to observe that the other customers were likewise engaged in enjoying their meals and that many of them were local people.
When it came time to pay the bill the cost was very reasonable, given the quality of the food on offer, so we were well satisfied in all respects.

The Arnside/Sandside areas of this stretch of coast are well frequented and Arnside itself has several eating places – but in our experience the Kingfisher is one of the best and it is the one which we would visit when next in the area.

We heartily recommend that you go there and try it for yourselves.
