Passing through North Wales along the A525 towards Ruthin you will come across a small village on the outskirts of Denbigh – Llanrhaeadr Y C. Now this road – a fast, wide road, an exception in this part of Wales, boasts several advertising signs for large restaurants and hotels. We ignored these and followed the sign for the Kings Head, which turned out to be in the middle of the village just over the road from the village church – as is often the case.

The inn is set at a lower level than the road, and as soon as we entered and had passed through the modern conservatory extension we were struck, almost literally, by the age of the building.

Low beams, curving woodwork, even a door or two which had had to have height added (and a tall person still has to stoop) all gives the atmosphere of an old cottage/pub. The fact that it’s clearly a place where the locals of the village congregate and swap stories adds to the atmosphere – each regular obviously has their own seat at the bar and their own preferences provided without the need for a request.

After soaking in the atmosphere for a few moments we ordered from the specials board (the menu is quite extensive too) and in a few minutes our meal arrived. The food is good pub grub and has no aspirations to be anything else, helpings are good as are the flavours, but not special.

This is the sort of place to seek out if you want an average sort of meal in out of the ordinary surroundings – there you will not be disappointed. We got the impression that had we returned a year later…or more….little would have changed.
Call in and see for yourselves, then take a little while to look at the village church and its almshouses – don’t just pass by on the rapid road, you would miss a lot.
