This is a place we heard about from friends who know the area well….and who have yet again come up trumps. Situated on the main street of the busy coastal town of Lytham St Annes, it is no surprise that parking may be a little difficult at times – but follow the signs to the nearby railway station and park in their car park for a nominal fee….it is then but a short walk to the restaurant and the nearby shops.
Moving into the light and airy restaurant/café area downstairs (there is a further dining area above) we were at once struck by how busy the place was. This turned out to be a justified compliment to the quality and local popularity of the place, but we were lucky indeed to find a table free – we noted that some other customers had to wait a few minutes and a few others were turned away. Indeed, as we left another group instantly took our place, so popular was the eatery.

This place comes across as a superior café and restaurant, but our expectations of a good meal were surpassed by what we actually ate. Swiftly seated, we were equally swiftly attended by efficient but busy staff, so after taking a brief look at the quite extensive menu we made our choices at once. After a short wait (the food is clearly individually prepared) our meals arrived and were very tasty indeed – the staff being very helpful, especially as we had asked for a variation in the ingredients to be supplied.
The food here is of a very good quality and as might be expected in a coastal town near a rural area, contains much fresh local produce. The chef and their brigade have clearly much experience of working fast and well – certainly we found our meals good enough to draw us back again as soon as possible. The final pleasant surprise came when the bill was presented and our meal turned out to be very good value for money in all respects.

This, then, is another success for the friends who told us of this place – a café/restaurant of real quality despite its busy turnover. We left to look around the town and visit the coast…but we left a still busy restaurant…..go there and try it for yourselves..
