Situated on the promenade at Parkgate, looking across the estuary of the River Dee towards North Wales, the Marsh Cat restaurant is small but rather special. Parking is relatively straightforward as there is a designated public car park to the rear of the building and some on-street parking is available: however this is quite a busy area so park with care.

The restaurant itself is, as shown in the picture above, on a corner plot and contains both ground floor and first floor dining areas, both with good views over the estuary. On entry we were greeted by friendly staff and shown to a window table in the upstairs dining area and soon provided with drinks and an interesting menu, which we perused whilst admiring the panoramic views.

It didn’t take long for our food to arrive and we found that it was tasty, available in large portions and with an interesting mix of flavours which blended into a very satisfying whole. Clearly the chef (who popped in to check all was well) and their brigade really know what they are about and take a pride in their work – (we were later to find that their website contains recipes, for example) – and they certainly deserve praise for their efforts. Service was good throughout but unobtrusive and helpful, with many customers being greeted as friends.
There was a pleasant surprise when it came time to pay the bill, for the set menu meals we had chosen were very reasonably priced indeed and very good value for money.

In all we thoroughly enjoyed our visit to the Marsh Cat and shall call again when in the area – certainly we think that you should do the same at every opportunity and we think that you will not be disappointed – though booking would be recommended at peak times.

After our meals we tried to re-balance our calories with a brisk walk along the promenade, as many local people were doing, taking an interest in the birds and wildlife on the marshland and the history of the area….a place which has seen many changes as the Dee silted up and changed the waterfront over time.

And the name of the restaurant – ‘The Marsh Cat’? We could explain, but think that you should visit for yourself and read the tale for yourselves on the menu frontispieces…..
