Visiting Morecambe for the recent Sandcastle Festival we were taken first by the sadly typical climate of the early morning – cloud, rain and a cool breeze – and then inspired to look in to the newly renovated Midland Hotel for a reviving coffee.

The building itself is impressive and has been well set up, with an Art Deco look and (for us more importantly) a glass fronted Rotunda Café area as may be seen on the photograph above.

When we entered at about 9:30am full breakfasts were being served in one dining area looking out over the bay…but wanting simply coffee we passed this by. Guided by friendly and helpful staff we sat in an adjacent area, supplied with newspapers, comfy seats with an ‘arty’ look and after a brief wait, coffee and Danish pastries arrived.
As we sat and consumed these the weather slowly improved as did our spirits, so we were soon on our way again…incidentally, the Sandcastle Festival also proved to be a success later in the day.

The charge for our short repast was very reasonable and comfort assured….though few people took advantage of the facilities as we did, put off perhaps by the imposing edifice of the hotel and thinking that charges would be astronomic.

Certainly we got full value for money and would recommend that you call in when passing…we shall return in due course to sample the lunch and dinner menus in order to report more fully.
