We had often seen the sign on the A49 near to Tarporley in Cheshire and had promised that one day we would turn off and visit this place – as indeed we did do recently. What we found made us realise just how remiss we had been, for it is a place of real character and charm…and very good food at very reasonable prices indeed.

Following the signs, the restaurant is easy to find, situated as it is near an extensive Mill Pool which gives it its name and provides an excellent scenic prospect. Parking was easy in the large car park and from there we made our way up some steps (which might restrict access, so check if this might be a problem) to the upper floor of the building.

On entering we found helpful and welcoming staff and a crowded dining room – clearly the affluent people of this area know a good thing when they find it – and this in an area which boasts a significant number of very good eating establishments nearby.

Our initial impressions were borne out when we saw the menu, which was both interesting and varied – and when diners at a nearby table told us that whatever we selected it would be good…and so it proved to be.

Having made our choices it wasn’t long before our drinks and meals arrived and they were indeed of high quality in every respect and a credit to the chef and their brigade. This being said it will be obvious that it didn’t take us long to dispose of them – and even to add a pudding, which is in our case another mark of distinction.
An action which clearly shows what kind of place this is occurred as we were completing our meal at the corner table (the only free space when we arrived)…we were ushered to a table with a view of the Mill Pool as the previous occupants left, so that we could best appreciate the scene outside. Such care deserves comment, even if a cynical outlook would say that it allowed the other section of the room to be cleared completely….but it was a friendly gesture anyway and a considerate one nonetheless. We later found that the Mill Pool has a justified reputation for excellence locally and that even more special offers are available for weekday customers, so we shall return in the near future to try them.
This is somewhere special and well worth a journey to try out – but it might be wise to ring up and book in advance as with quality and prices like this the Mill Pool will always be busy…as it deserves to be.
