The Millstone Hotel, Mellor, Blackburn, Lancashire.

Situated in the middle of the pretty little village of Mellor, set high on the hill just outside Blackburn on the Preston road, the Millstone Hotel is an unexpected find.

Well regarded as a hotel and restaurant by the RAC and with many awards to its credit, the Millstone sits snugly in the village centre, surrounded by a small car park area.

The hotel itself is larger than at first appears, traditional (though refurbished) in appearance, with two comfortable, beamed lounge/bar areas and separate dining rooms, as well as all the usual facilities relating to a quite large hotel. 

We had our lunch in one of the lounge areas, a factor attracting us (and subsequently a number of local people) being the open log fire, a warming sight on a cold day. The menu is quite extensive if one includes the now-obligatory ‘specials’ board and all is available at reasonable prices.

Having made our choices we waited for a short time in the warm and welcoming surroundings, happy to know that the meals were being individually cooked from mainly local produce and not mass-produced or micro-waved.

When our meals arrived they were well presented and substantial, though mine had a little too much sauce for my liking, as some of the flavours were rather hidden. However, there was no doubt about their quality and we thoroughly enjoyed our lunches.
The Millstone, then, represents good value for money and is certainly a place well worth a visit – just a few short miles from town centre Blackburn but with its own village atmosphere.

Try it soon and see for yourselves.
