Passing through Knaresborough on a quite dark and autumnal day, we stopped to look at the town, its castle and the spectacular views which it commands – and then, overcome with a need for coffee and warmth, we called in at the Moat  Buttery Tea Shoppe, in Castle Yard.

As may be seen from the picture above, this is a small establishment providing the usual café fare and, when conditions allow, alfresco as well as interior dining facilities. On the day of our visit the weather was not too kind, so we sat in the quite small but cosy interior (with just one other customer) and were content to be in a warm atmosphere.

Greeted by friendly staff we soon made our selections from the menu and had a short wait while our meals were prepared – something we were glad to see, meaning home cooking was involved.

When the meals arrived they were tasty and of a good size, in fact just as we had expected…and they didn’t last long. As we ate them the staff, looking at the local conditions, decided that there would be no further customers that day and so closed the shop around us – albeit with no sign of hurrying us on our way.

This is a place well worth a visit, not only for its convenient location but because it does what it says on the tin – i.e. it is a good, old fashioned café serving good food at reasonable prices.
Give it a try and you’ll see for yourselves.
